
WATER ENVIRONMENT (CONTROLLED ACTIVITIES) FEES AND CHARGES (SCOTLAND) SCHEME 2007 DIRECTION 2007
The Scottish Ministers make the following Direction in exercise of the powers conferred by section 2(6) of the Water Environment and Water Services (Scotland) Act 2003
 and all other powers enabling them to do so.
Citation, commencement and interpretation

1.-(1)
This Direction may be cited as the Water Environment (Controlled Activities) Fees and Charges (Scotland) Scheme 2007 Direction 2007 and shall come into force on 18 December 2007.
(2)
In this Direction:

“disposal to land” has the same meaning as in the Scheme;

“Scheme” means the Water Environment (Controlled Activities) Fees and Charges (Scotland) Scheme 2007,
“SEPA” means the Scottish Environment Protection Agency, and

“subsistence charge” means a subsistence charge payable in terms of paragraph 5 of the Scheme.
Amendment of the Scheme 
2.-SEPA shall, as soon as possible, amend the Scheme to provide that where a person is liable to pay a subsistence charge which is due on 1st April 2007 in respect of a disposal to land, that person shall not be liable to pay the instalment which is due to be paid on 1st October 2007 in terms of paragraph 14.6 of the Scheme.
